Smartest Virus Fighter (Teachers’ Version)

Level: Primary One to Three students
Target: Students can consolidate their understanding of the prevention of Pneumonia and Respiratory Tract Infection Disease through playing the game.
Points to note for teachers:
1. Remind students to follow the game rules.
2. Time limit can be set if there is not enough time during the lesson.
Board game instructions:
1. 2-4 players per game.
2. Revise the related information before the game, e.g. information from CHP, Department of Health.

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3. Use small pieces of stationery to be the checkers. 
4. Print the figure on the right to make a dice. (Remark: Cut the figure and glue 

the red part first.)
5. Place the checkers at the “Start”, then throw the dice to decide the order.

6. Take turns to throw the dice and move forward according to the number shown on the dice.
7. Follow the instructions of the squares landed.
8. The player who arrives at the “FINISH” first is the winner. 
9. The player who is closest to the “FINISH” is the winner when the time limit is reached. 
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Forget to put the lid down before flushing. 

SKIP once. 
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Discard a used mask in a lidded rubbish bin. Well done! REWARD once!
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Follow “Seven Steps for Hand Hygiene” and rub for at least 20 seconds. regularly. Well done! REWARD once. 
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Do exercise regularly and always keep a good habit. Well done! REWARD once.
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Help keep your house clean every day. Well done! Go to Square 26.

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Have fever and respiratory infection. Return to Square 7 and SKIP twice. 
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Have adequate number of masks at home and send some to people in need. Well done! REWARD once. 
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Slept late last night and reluctant to get up. SKIP once. 
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Unable to follow the doctor’s advice to take the medicine on time. GO BACK 2 squares. 
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Pour 1L of water into each drain outlet. Well done! MOVE FORWARD 1 square.
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Wear the mask without covering the nose. GO BACK 1 square.
