	That’s delicious, Steve. 

	Crazy Chris:

	Right, then Chris. Remind me, what’s on your pizza again?

	Crazy Chris:
	No way Carol. Just be brave and try it. 

	Narrator:
	What could Chris have put on the pizza? Will Carol like it? Let’s find out.
