Remarks
(1) The aim of the course is to enhance the competence of non-language 
teachers who have met the “teacher capability” criterion for teaching in 
the English medium. Priority for admission will be given to teachers who 
meet the "Teacher Capability" criterion but do not have any experience in 
teaching non-language KLAs in English yet; 

(2) In case of over-subscription, at most two teachers from each school 
may be considered for admission; 

(3) Successful applicants will be notified by The Education University of 
Hong Kong before the commencement of the class; and 

(4) Special Arrangements for Bad Weather 
(a) Course/Activity for morning session will be cancelled when Typhoon 
Signal No.8 or above is hoisted or Black Rainstorm Warning Signal is 
issued at or after 6:30 am.
